Give yourself a task – a conceptual art instruction to perform and document a kilometre. It must be performed outdoors.

Your performance will produce evidence. This evidence can be traces on the landscape, traces on you, lists, objects, artifacts, photos, and/or videos.

It could be a walk down the street or into the woods, a line going up into the air, or into the lake. A kilometre's worth of rocks. Or of selfies. Or of clouds. It can be a kilometre made while chewing gum. A kilometer dancing the tango. Made of a walk with a cat. It can be noisy. It can be silent. It can be a kilometre made with light. Or until it’s light. It can be a slow kilometre, or a fast kilometre. It can be a distance between two points. It can be evidenced on the bottom of your shoe, made of language, made of collected things, it might be rolled up into a ball. 

Make sure to measure and document your kilometre in some way. Be prepared to discuss your process. Justify how it is precisely a kilometre.

You will present and discuss your kilometre with the class. 

You can use 1 - 5 images on the blog, or a one short video – linked from Youtube or Vimeo. Include your name, the title of your kilometre piece, and a short description. Often one great photo is enough.
